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Overview

The accounts for the six groups within SHA are all maintained in a single account, with Lloyds TSB, but individual transactions are listed under their appropriate group. This provides a more meaningful picture for each of these groups.

Treasurers Report to SHA AGM 2003

Turnover this year is well over £15,000 but one third of this is due to the collection of England Hockey Ltd and MRHA affiliation fees. I am not sure whether the county will be asked to collect these fees next season, in particular the EH Ltd fees, to reduce their admin costs.

The overall balance shows a drop of nearly £270. The main reasons for this appear to be the Girls and Boys groups, with ‘losses’ of £480 and £310 respectively, and to a lesser extent the County group with a ‘loss’ of £120. Countering these is a ‘profit’ of over £600 in the Development group. The accounts thus show the benefit of having all monies pooled together allowing fluctuations in the various groups without too much concern, so long as any major discrepancies can be accounted for and addressed.

The drop in the Girls balance, when compared to last year, is a hangover from when the SHA was started in 2001. At the time the respective groups cleared outstanding items before closing their accounts and adding their funds to the SHA pot. For the Girls this meant that they did not bring in any outstanding pitch hire charges. Because S&ABC take several months to issue their bills, as they only do so quarterly, we inevitably received bills after 1 Apr 2002 for the season up to then. These have fallen into this year’s accounts, but more to the point there weren’t any equivalents in the 2001/2 accounts so these painted a somewhat rosy picture. Next year we should see more consistent figures as thing settle down.

The same is partly true for the Boys accounts but the majority of their £310 drop is due to the purchase of rain jackets that have yet to be sold on to players. This should boost next year’s funds.

The County figures contain £940 for the Senior Men’s County Championships trip to Penzance. This was after the players had contributed £480 and was particularly costly as it required two night’s accommodation and considerable travel costs. This year they are at Wakefield which should come in a lot cheaper.  

The increase in the balance of the Development category is due to the fact that we have not paid anything into Active Sport this year. Last year we paid £1700. However, there was a surplus in the Active Sports funds from last year and events are, to an extent, now covering their costs. But the main reason is the sponsorship deal with Hatcher Rogerson which saw a £1000 donation ‘sports matched’ up to £2000 going direct into Active Sports hockey via the Shropshire Sports Partnership but on behalf of SHA.

The SHA General account also received a welcome bonus of £1000 as part of the Hatcher Rogerson sponsorship. However, the majority of this was eaten up by the costs of the handbooks, which at £800 was more than last year due to the use of colour. We hope that Hatcher Rogerson will continue their generous sponsorship after 2004, when the current deal ends. 

So, in summary, I am happy with the state of the accounts and with an overall drop of just £216 on turnover of £15,000 they are much as I had anticipated. I recommend that all fees remain as this season, that is £10 per team for administration, £20 per team up to a maximum of £80 per club Active Sports levy and Men’s County levy of £60 per team with last team at £30. I suggest that the Ladies County levy at £10 per team may need reviewing in light of the success of the Ladies County side but if overnight stays are not involved then the existing rate of £10 is fine.

Finally, I must add that these accounts have yet to be audited. Mr Norman Stott has agreed to do this in time for the AGM for which he has my most earnest thanks. Although less complex than last years I hope that he is able to make sense of them and agrees with my figures.
