Job Descriptions





The intention of this note is to give some indication of the expected responsibilities for the main posts identified in the structure planned for the unified Shropshire Hockey Association. 





President	 	


Predominantly a figure head. Not an official, does not sit on the Executive.





Chair	 	


Key player. Must be someone who can drive the SHA and gain commitment from individuals.





Vice-Chair	


Important to maintain continuity. Must be willing and able to assist the Chair if needed. 





Hon. Secretary	


Doing only the true secretarial duties such as minutes etc - not organising fixtures and umpires - but with access to the required tools and resources.


 


Hon. Treasurer	


For the whole of Shropshire hockey. All money pooled for maximum benefit and for better financial control and audit. A spare time accountant.





Development Secretary	


Looks after the development needs of players and coaches. Would have significant contact with Schools & Youth committee, Local Authority Sports Development Officers and English Hockey Network West Midlands RDM.





Umpires Secretary


Represent the county’s interests at BCHUA and MRHUA. Co-ordinate all discipline issues interfacing with relevant parties. Co-ordinate umpire development at all levels in the county, in conjunction with Development Sec.





Competitions & Fixtures Sec	


Co-ordinate fixtures for all county teams, youth and senior. Liaise with competition organisers and co-ordinate in-county tournaments, such as mini-hockey, indoor and club cups at all ages. The main contact point within SHA for fixture issues.





Womens League	


Chair or Secretary to represent committee on Exec. Organise and administer the SWL. Fixtures passed to Competition & Fixtures Sec, discipline issues to Umpiring Sec, affiliation fees to Hon. Treasurer. 





Schools & Youth Girls/Boys (Two separate committees)	


Chair or Secretary to represent on Exec. The focus for all Girls/Boys youth hockey in clubs and schools. Runs all Girls/Boys competitions U11 to U18, including Mini-Hockey. Liaise with Functional Secretaries, SSSAA,  Midlands S & Y, county team managers and coaches. Important role in communication between the county and all schools and youth related bodies. Represents Shropshire S & Y Hockey on relevant groups, eg SSSAA. Appoints county team managers and ensures they are able to do their jobs. Co-ordinates the activities of the county team coaches, interfacing with the County Development Secretary.
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
