Sue Sutton - Regional Development Manager


In a break from the agenda Sue Sutton, the West Midlands RDM, congratulated the two associations on their amalgamation. She went on to cover several aspects of her role as RDM, including the quarterly newsletter and the need for feedback from clubs. She also covered funding and outlined a simple scheme to obtain a picture of how much funding was being obtained within the county. The role of Active Sport in the development of hockey was discussed, in light of the decision to extend it to cover hockey in Shropshire next year. A total of £18,000 was available from this scheme for each of the next five years but that we had to raise some £4000 to kick it into action first.


5	Affiliation Fees


Mr Keith Ruscoe explained a suggestion by Mr Mike Lowe that the current differential in subscription be re-arranged, rather then the Men paying £70 and the Ladies £15. The proposal was £15 for every team and the Mens teams to pay an additional levy to subsidise the running of Mens Senior and U21 hockey in the county. This was revised when the Ladies pointed out that they had previously paid by club, not team. After a short discussion a rate of £10 per team, with the mens levy set at £60 and £30 for the last team, was proposed by Dave Siddorn and seconded by Myra Downes. This was unanimously agreed.





6	Review of Committees. 


The proposed committee structure consisting of the three committees below was approved. Their initial chairs and secretaries are as follows, but it is up to the individual committees to appoint their own officers at their AGMs.

The Mens’ Association had earlier confirmed Lyndon Boyden and Hayden Cook as managers of the Mens Senior and U21 sides respectively. They will form part of the County Group, along with their coaches when appointed. 


7	Existing Assets


Dave Siddorn put forward the recommendation from the JIG that the two associations provide £500 each as the initial working capital of the new SHA. This was seconded by Julian Dwane and agreed. It was further agreed that the initial £500 should be transferred to the Treasurer as soon as reasonably possible. The new SHA would pick up appropriate charges, such as regional affiliations, forthwith. After some discussion it was agreed that the various committees should clear any outstanding debits and credits and that the residue amount should be handed to the new SHA by 1st Jan 2002. This money is to be used primarily to fund the development of hockey in Shropshire and it was likely that some would be put towards the £4000 required to gain Active Sport funding. The Treasurer is to maintain a record of incomings and out-goings such that the financial affairs of each committee can be individually identified. Further details of how the finances were to be managed would be discussed at the first Executive meeting.


8	Dates of future meetings. 


The first Executive meeting was arranged for Monday 11 June, 7:30pm at 11 Kennedy Road, Shrewsbury, thanks to the kind hospitality of Jenny Redford.
